Clyde had 3 nephews who had
polio, one of which had several surgeries that were all taken care of by
Shriner’s Hospital for crippled children. He said at that time, if he was ever in a



position where he could, he would become a Shriner and help other children.
He worked as an Auto Parts Manager for the Ford Garage for 42 years. He
knew and enjoyed visiting and joking with almost every guy in the Torrington
area.

Clyde was an active member of the First Wyoming United Presbyterian
Church, serving as Deacon, Elder, Youth Leader and Skipper of the local and
regional Mariner’s groups. He was a chapter member of the Last Platoon and
a member of the Torrington American Legion.

Clyde also enjoyed hunting, fishing and camping.

He is survived by his wife Kathy; son Ron (Deb) Surratt; daughter Diane (Uly)
Carlini; grandchildren, Bailey Surratt and Adam, Angelica, Allie, Gabbie and
Gi Gi Carlini; several nieces and nephews and a host of good friends.
