She sewed each of her grandchildren and most of the great
grandchildren a blanket when they were born. These were very much loved by
each grandchild. 
Dee married Richard Arnold Rezendes in 1990 in Reno, NV and moved to
Hayward, California. She lived there with him until 1999 when he retired and
they moved to Torrington, Wyoming to be closer to Dee’s children. This
allowed her to also teach some of her grandchildren how to cook and sew
which she truly loved. After the passing of her husband in 2006 Delores
became very active in the VFW and would help them with events and
especially Bingo. She loved to play Bingo.
