She married
Lawrence J. Burzlaff in 1939 where they farmed until they moved to town in
1946. In 1969, she moved to Casper for a brief period before moving to
Lander in 1970. There she stayed until 1974 only to make Casper her
permanent residence. There, Hattie and her husband worked a bookkeeping
business for many years. After her husband's passing, she moved to the
Goshen Care Center in Torrington in 2003 where she remained upon her
death. She enjoyed china painting, watercolors, sewing, crocheting, flower



gardening, and her family. She is survived by two brothers, Arthur Bohl of
Wheatland, Wyoming, John Bohl of Paradise, California, one sister, Mary
Farrara of Westminster, Colorado, two daughters and their spouses, Beverly
and Larry Miskimins of Torrington, Wyoming and Lavona and Bob Wyckoff of
Skiatok, Oklahoma, and son Steven and his wife Janice Burzlaff of
Elizabethtown, Kentucky, nine grandchildren and three great-grandchildren.
