He then began
working at Torrington Glass and Carpet which is what inspired him to open
Kaufman Glass in 1983. Larry was an extremely hard worker and never
missed a day of work. He enjoyed doing business with every single person
that walked in the door. 

 Larry married Lois Huckfeldt in 1967 and they had two boys, Jasen and Jory.
They later divorced after 14 years. In 199,5 he married the love of his life,
Chris McKinney. They enjoyed 19 wonderful years together until she passed
away in 2014. 

He enjoyed watching his grandkids play basketball, going
to the lake, golfing, drag racing and spending time at the cabin. He had many
close friends that were like family to him. Larry will be remembered for his kind
