After a divorce in 1968,
Wilma went back to teaching, obtaining a position in Medicine Bow, Wyoming
where she taught for seven years.

In May 1972, she married Blain Ronne. After retirement the couple lived a



short time in Loveland, CO and later moved to Torrington where they had
resided ever since.

Wilma was a member of the United Methodist Church, the American Legion
Auxiliary, the Moose Lodge, the Elks Club and the Southeastern Wyoming Art
Association. Her hobbies included sewing, painting, bowling and playing
scrabble. She was a self employed artist, architect and broker. She loved
poetry and wrote frequently in her greeting cards. She also was an avid
genealogist, researching records of family members and writing biographies.
